14 year old Girl Diagnosed 
with a Brain Tumour Sings 
her Gift – “Butterfly’s Wings” 
To Raise Funds for Childhood 
Brain Tumour Research
Courageous Ellie Othick-Bowmaker of Scarborough was 11 
when she underwent surgery early in 2007 to remove a brain 
tumour and then endured both radiotherapy and 26 months 
of chemotherapy.  Although it looked like the chemo had 
done its job, Ellie had to face the news that she had another 
tumour and that this time there was limited treatment for it.
Despite her own awful predicament, Ellie was anxious to 
raise desperately-needed funds for childhood brain tumour 
research to discover better treatments for brain tumours 
and ultimately find a cure.  Few people are aware that brain 
tumours kill more children and people under the age of 40 
than any other cancer, yet brain tumour research is woefully 
under-funded.
Since her initial diagnosis, Ellie has benefited hugely from 
homeopathy and reflexology.  Her mother, Heather, says 
“when Ellie is tired reflexology really energises her - it makes 
a huge difference.”  Glenn Coggin, Ellie’s uncle often takes 
her by car to her reflexology sessions and it was on one 
of these journeys that Ellie asked Glenn, who is a singer/
songwriter, if he would write a song for her, which could 
be used to raise funds for the charity Ali’s Dream www.
alisdream.org.uk  which raises funds for childhood brain 
tumour research.  In fact, they wrote “Butterfly’s Wings” 
together and it is based around how Ellie is feeling, with lots 
of her favourite memories and dreams in there too.  It also 
gave Glenn the chance to tell Ellie how much her family and 
friends all love her.
The song, which both Ellie and Glenn agreed had to be 
positive and not sad, is called “Butterfly’s Wings” partly 

due to the “butterfly effect” which Glenn took to represent 
things which are out of Ellie’s control and partly because the 
butterfly is a beautiful and gentle image.  
The lyrics of the song all have a special significance.  For 
instance, the line ‘With the little ones I play’ is a reference to 
Ellie’s little sister Phoebe and her cousin Piper, as well as the 
nursery Ellie dreams of owning and working in; and ‘I give 
more, give my heart so freely’, apart from the obvious, refers 
to Ellie giving to charity (she has already raised £10,000).
Glenn explained “we have put Butterfly’s Wings onto a CD 
with one track of Ellie singing  and another of me singing, 
as well as a third track called “Drifting Along”, which I also 
wrote, where Ellie sings along with me on the choruses.    
Ellie really enjoyed the whole experience of going into the 
studio to record the song and using a proper microphone and 
headphones.  It was lovely to share the experience with her. 
Ellie’s Mum, Heather, says “I am so proud of Ellie.  She is a 
real battler and has always had a great sense of humour.   
Until recently, she and I have done ‘our thing’ together every 
couple of months or so – saved up and gone down to London 
to see a West End show (Ellie’s favourites have been Dirty 
Dancing and Chicago).  I really hope lots of people will be 
inspired to buy the CD “Butterfly’s Wings” and fulfil Ellie’s 
dream – to raise at least £4,000 for Ali’s Dream.    We really 
want to bring hope to other children who are diagnosed with 
a brain tumour.”
Julie Phelan of Ali’s Dream and mother of Alison who died 
in 2001, just before her eighth birthday said ‘We were really 
thrilled that Ellie wanted to raise money for Ali’s Dream and 
think the song, Butterfly’s Wings, is a beautiful tribute to Ellie 
and her family.’

MK LIONS GAMES MOVE TO MIDDLETON HALL 
IN THECENTRE:MK

City basketball team increases 
fan capacity to 1500
The Marshall MK Lions basketball team is moving its 
home from Bletchley Leisure Centre, where it has been 
based for 11 years, to Middleton Hall in thecentre:mk 
from 12th January 2010. The team will play 10 games 
at Middleton Hall, before its permanent move to Milton 
Keynes Arena on the site of the MK Dons Stadium next 
year. 
Due to the economic downturn this year, the building 
of the arena was delayed and with the regeneration 
plans of Bletchley Leisure Centre in motion, the 
Marshall MK Lions had to find a new venue to finish 
the season in the British Basketball League (BBL) – 
the premier league in the UK. The Lions also have an 
increasing fan base which needs to be catered for. 
The move to thecentre:mk will see the fan capacity 
rise from 800 to 1500 in January and then a further 
increase to 3800 when the team move to the arena in 
September 2010.
The Marshall MK Lions first moved to Milton Keynes 
from Watford in 1998 with owner Vince Macaulay, who 
became head coach of the team in January 2008.  The 
team has enjoyed tremendous success winning the 
BBL cup at the National Indoor Arena in Birmingham in 
front of 7,000 fans, and becoming BBL Championship 
finalists.  Vince was also awarded with the ‘Basketball 
League Coach of the Year 2008’ and has recently been 
awarded ‘Coach of the Month’ in October this year.
Vince Macaulay enthused: “This season the Lions 
are challenging once again ranking in the top three 
so far in the league.  We have seen our fan base 
increase year on year and we have simply outgrown 
our home in Bletchley.  With the imminent move to the 
new arena put back we have found a fantastic venue 
in Middleton Hall to finish the season. As a central 
location in Milton Keynes we can cater for more fans 
and even increase the size of the basketball court. We 
have 10 games left this season, however depending 
on the semi-finals and play offs of the Trophy and 
League we may have two more!”
Robert Goodman, centre director of thecentre:mk said: 
“The Marshall MK Lions are an incredibly important 
part of the sporting culture of Milton Keynes and we 
are delighted to be supporting both the Lions and their 
fans next year. thecentre:mk attracts around 30 million 

visitors per year and prides itself on the events held in 
Middleton Hall, which at 1800m2 is the largest events 
space of its kind in the UK and up until a few weeks 
before the first game will still be hosting thecentre:mk 
Christmas show. The hosting of sports events such as 
this is ground breaking for a regional shopping centre 
such as ourselves and we just hope the Lions are as 
successful as possible for the remainder of the season. 
It would be fantastic for the team to be undefeated at 
thecentre:mk.”
The Marshall MK Lions have 13 team members from 
across the world including Britain, USA, Spain and 
Lithuania and all ranging from 6’2 to 6’9 feet tall. 
An exciting recent signing to the Lions is basketball 
dunking superstar Guy Dupuy, reported as being the 
‘Best dunker on the planet.’  The 6’3 basketball player 
is a huge name in basketball circles around the world 
- winning the Midnight Madness dunk contest this 
year. The video of his winning dunk has had over 5 
million views*. In 2010, Guy could well be taking part 
in the NBA dunk contest in America - this time wearing 
a Marshall MK Lions vest!
Vince continued: “Lions fans should look out for a 
special Guy Dupuy stunt in thecentre:mk in January 
to celebrate the move to Middleton Hall! We are very 
excited about the move and hope that we continue to 
win new fans in 2010. Our goals for next year are to 
win a title and of course move into the arena. Over the 
next five years we have our sights on competing on a 
European stage!”
The first game in Middleton Hall is on Tuesday 12th 
January at 7:30pm against the Essex Pirates in a BBL

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MIDNIGHT MOOOOO-N WALK 
FOR HOSPICE

Ashley Hyde is a very 
brave little boy from 
Milton Keynes unlucky 
enough to have a very 
rare form of cancer.

At the age of just 5 years he was diagnosed with 
stage 4 mycn amplified neuroblastoma on the 
9th June 2008. Neuroblastoma is an aggressive 
childhood cancer. 
Ashley has had the most aggressive mix of treatment 
and reached remission in May this year, which is 
amazing considering 30% of children die during 
treatment either because of the harshness of the 
treatment or the cancer not responding to treatment.  
Unfortunately out of those 70% that make it through 
treatment and reach remission, 80% of them will 
relapse with 2- 5 years of treatment. Ashley’s 
family and friends started “The Ashley Hyde Appeal” 
originally to try and raise funds for Ashley to go 
to the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center in 
New York who specialize in treating neuroblastoma. 
Unfortunately this treatment needs to be given within 
a certain time limit of the original treatment (usually 
100days). Sadly, the fund did not raise enough 
money to send Ashley for the important treatment in 
time that can double the survival rate. It is not fair 
that he has to endure higher risk. It is not acceptable 
that this innocent little boy missed the chance to 
improve his chances simply due to lack of funds. 
It is a very sad fact that the relapse rate is as high 
as 80% for those who haven’t received the US 
antibodies. At this point in time there is no viable 
treatment for a relapse in the UK.  Ashley has been 
having monthly screening, and six monthly complex 
depth checks.  The most recent tests showed some 
worrying signs so had to be repeated.  I am very sad 
to say that unfortunately Ashley has relapsed.  His 
family was informed of this terrible news on 22nd 
December, just a few days before Christmas.  Ashley 
and his family have had to go through Christmas 
with this terrible knowledge.  The lead up to Ashley’s 
7th birthday (30th December) was a week of more 
chemo.
The Ashley Hyde appeal fund needs to raise more 
funds now as they have to get Ashley to America as 
soon as possible to fight again against this terrible 
disease. 
Time really is a very important factor in this appeal.  
Donations however small or big are needed now.  
We need the people of Milton Keynes to help.  It 
would be great if you would be willing to hold 
a non-uniform day and/or collection on the first 

Friday in February 2010 (5th February). It would be 
great if all businesses/schools/churches etc across 
Milton Keynes could do this, and ask for a voluntary 
donation of 50p/£1 or £2 per person. However you 
and your family, friends, school, business etc can 
help would be so greatly appreciated and really 
could make all the difference to this little boy. If 
you're unable to hold a non-uniform day a collection, 
or cake sale, anything would help. It would be 
marvelous if everyone could hold any form of 
fundraising leading up to this day, literally anything 
you can think of, it could be a sponsored event, a 
collection or a personal donation.  Everything and 
anything will help.  
Can you imagine everyone across Milton Keynes 
uniting to try and help this local brave little lad, 
Ashley? He has fought so hard, and now has to 
battle again.  We need to show Ashley and his family 
and friends that his local community is behind him, 
willing him to fight on.  The money must start coming 
in now in order for Ashley parents to try and secure 
him a place in America.
I would be very grateful if you could seriously 
consider this request and let me know if you would 
be interested in taking part. It would also be very 
helpful if you helped spread the word about Ashley’s 
appeal to any other relevant parties who may want 
to take part, pubs, clubs, schools, churches friends 
family anyone and everyone.  Any donation or 
support really will make a difference.
